Sharing fellowship and refreshments are not possible at this time but we encourage you to take
advantage of beautiful fall weather and stay afterwards to visit in the parking lot.

Masks will be mandatory. We encourage you to bring your own, but if you cannot, one will be
provided to you at the door.
